None of this is helping caribou, wolves, or ecosystems.

On February 24th 2017, the province of BC
announced that aerial gunning of wolves would begin
in a new region - the Revelstoke-Shuswap area - as
the third provincially designated fwolf kill zoned .More
than 1.5 million tax dollars was spent on aerially
gunning alone over the past 2 winters, during which a
minimum of 288 wolves have been killed, most often
through callous methods that bring prolonged
suffering, under the guise of conservation in British
Columbia.
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Thanks again to the engagement of our supporters,
we were able to send hundreds of letters from around
the world this March to the Director of Canadian
Wildlife Service, Pacific Region during a 30 day
comment period for the Canada-British Columbia
Southern  Mountain  Caribou (Central  Group)
Protection Study.

Out of concern for the lack of adequate protection of
critical habitat despite decades of scientific evidence
of population decline, we respectfully urged the
province of British Columbia and the Canadian
Government to immediately end wolf and wildlife kill
programs under the guise of caribou conservation,
and requested that the Federal Minister of
Environment create an Order to make the
Government of British Columbia protect all critical
habitat for Mountain Caribou and prevent further
destruction to it. Read our submission here.

The Canada-British Columbia Southern Mountain
Caribou (Central Group) Protection Study Report
reveals that there is no evidence to indicate that wolf
killing thus far has increased caribou populations
significantly. It is beyond time to end this cruel
experiment. Wolves have inherent worth and intrinsic
value. Killing hundreds of one species to benefit a
few of another is highly questionable on moral
grounds. The ends do not justify the means.

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Two science advisors for British Columbia& Mountain
Caribou Recovery Plan have recommended the
government kill wolves, mountain lions, moose and
deer in an experimental attempt to conserve and
recover threatened southern mountain caribou in the
Revelstoke-Shuswap region of the Province. Although
long-term survival of these caribou is severely
jeopardized by historic loss and impoverishment of old
growth forest, remaining caribou habitat that is
essential for their survival continues to be eroded and
altered by logging, seismic lines, pipelines, roads and
other industrial and recreational activities.

B.C. taxpayers are already funding what many
scientists and conservationists have condemned as an
finhumaneo kiling of wolves in several ill-advised
experiments to recover imperilled mountain caribou
populations. This time, however, the claim that the
slaughter is inhumane is coming straight from the
mouth of government researchers.

In Pol i tics and t he, Georgel
Orwell writes, fPolitical language is designed to
make lies sound truthful and murder respectable.o
Indeed, since the only way for us to make sense of
unseen reality is to have it translated into words,
language can shape our beliefs, visions and
values. Consequently, years of education—formal
or informal—about wildlife management and
conservation have shaped our views about the
natural world. Words like &ropd harvéstd stockd
@ullé , yieldd ,and &urplusd used in biological
sciences and by government institutions in
reference to wildlife have been so broadly
disseminated that they have achieved a
predictable outcome—stripping us of compassion
towards non-human animals. Their plight depicted
in emotionless words, animals are no longer
permitted to feel pain or experience anguish.
Tragically, it is not what happens in blood-stained
fields and forests that determines our emotional
reactions but rather the words we use to make
what happens there palatable.

Unfortunately, agricultural metaphors still inform
our practices, turning wildlife management into an
endeavour that is devoid of any concern for the
suffering of animals. Wildlife management
textbooks, scientific publications, government
documents and hunting bulletins embrace
agricultural vocabulary, even though Killing
animals has nothing to do with harvesting. It snuffs
out life instead of nurturing it. Animals are not
harvested or culled; they are killed and
slaughtered.

Let& discard the euphemistic vocabulary. Animals
are not an agricultural product but sentient beings
who bleed and suffer like you and |. Adopting the
language that is truthful to practices it depicts will
help crumble the wall that detaches us from
animals and numbs us to their suffering. It could
also lead to reconsidering the premises upon
which wildlife dnanagement6 is based. We owe
such reconsideration both to our own humanity
and to fellow creatures we share this planet with.

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Accordingly, aerial gunning will likely kill many more
wolves and most will die an agonizing death. If the
wolves were lab test animals, their painful deaths
would not be compliant with the federally-endorsed
Canadian Council on Animal Care (CCAC)
guidelines; ethical standards that are strictly
observed by most researchers throughout Canada.

Why then, does the B.C. government continue to
approve and carry out such abhorrent acts?

In part, because in Canada animal welfare falls
under provincial jurisdiction. Moreover, B.C., unlike
eight other provinces, appears to have conveniently
exempted itself from these standards, while
maintaining that research information obtained
through inhumane methods (see section 3.2 of the
report) is being used for the ethical and beneficial
management of caribou.

The government® compliance with Canada&
voluntary animal care standards is just as flawed as
its compliance with it& own caribou recovery
strategy. In 2007, the province released scientific
recommendations for habitat protection in the Draft
Mountain Caribou Recovery Strategy, which included
protecting 34,000 hectares of habitat (see pg. 29) to
recover caribou herds in the Revelstoke—Shuswap
area. But for economic reasons, the government
chose to protect less than 10,000 hectares.

Logging

In 2011 the government amended the Revelstoke
Land Use Plan to allow timber companies to log a
minimum of 6,000 hectares of old-growth forests to
compensate for what they had lost to protection of
caribou. Eventually, the recommended 34,000 ha of
provincially protected habitat that scientists deemed
necessary to  Maintain and recover imperilled
caribou declined to less than 4,000 ha.

companies winning
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Where the caribou lost critical and life-sustaining
habitat, the logging companies gained more timber
to

cut. Even B.C.& Forest Practices Board admitted
the new areas opened to logging would reduce and
fragment the already inadequate habitat, making
recovery of caribou unlikely.

Despite ongoing objections from worried NGOs
cooperating in the Mountain Caribou Project,
protected habitat was reduced year after year.

Although never protecting sufficient habitat to
support caribou in the long-term, the province®
caribou recovery plan is still portrayed by the
government as a great conservation commitment
approved at the expense of industrial interests.

Putting Humpty Dumpty

Attempting to recover imperilled caribou herds
living in damaged habitat that can support only
limited or no population growth is like trying to put
Humpty Dumpty back together again. It cannot be
done!

Killing other animals, no matter how many, will not
alter this reality. Wolf Awareness and the
Raincoast Conservation Foundation suggest the
government change its "Next Steps" document to
"Back-tracking" and recommit to protecting an
ecologically consequential amount of caribou
habitat.

In B.C.& South Peace and South Selkirk regions,
under the guise of conservation, hundreds of
wolves have been killed during the past two
winters, most often violently with multiple bullets or
strangling snares. Proponents argue that wolves
will recover, suggesting that killing them is of mo
conservation issueG- a sentiment echoed by
government biologists in Alberta who justify their
own wolf slaughters in the name of caribou
recovery.

This  assertion blatantly  disregards the
considerable ecological disruption that scientists
have documented when top predators are
removed, and exhibits callous indifference to the
suffering of wolves and other animals.

We believe experimental wolf kill programs are
unwarranted, unethical and damage the integrity of
scientific inquiry. Yet, the province asks us to think
in terms of compromise, even in matters of morally

questionable research. Compromised integrity,
however, is no integrity at all. Ultimately,
conservation decisions must result from

appropriate studies that necessarily include and
adhere to b o tsdientific and ethical principles.

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Are we acting on

acting on us?

When | was completing my Masters thesis, | had
the opportunity to work with Dr. Stephanie
Rutherford in reviewing the history of wolf
management in North America. With the information
collected, Rutherford asked an interesting question:
What role do wolves have in shaping policy as
active participants rather than just passive
subjects?

The response draws from Donna Haraway®
book When Species Meet which suggests that
people and animals influence each other through
interactions, and that animals can resist or
cooperate with us. Acknowledging animals' agency
contributes to the establishment of what is called a
biopolitical view of policy, where the goal is to
promote the mutual flourishing of humans and
animals rather than asserting human dominance.
Management for, rather than of, species - ourselves
included.

Historically, wildlife policies have excluded animal
agency from consideration, instead understanding
animals as materials for capital gain. Wolf
management has long been equated with bounties,
poisons and other tools of systematic eradication,
treating living wolves as economic risks and dead
wolves as a source of currency. Tools such as
bounties provide economic aid to rural communities
and reassert human control over nature. While
there is little evidence that wolf control is financially
beneficial, bounties and killing contests continue in
many parts of Canada even today at a great cost to
government and wildlife.

It became clear that a new relationship between
humans and wolves was emerging in Ontario in
1963 with the first Algonquin Park Public Wolf Howl
- an unexpected hit that continues to draw people in
by the thousands each August. Less than 10 years
after the public howls began, bounties were banned
in Ontario.

Tourism, research and even urbanization have
resulted in the public's attitude of wolves moving
away from fear and intolerance, and toward
appreciation. Perhaps because of the park®&
popularity as a tourist destination or the unique
genetics of its wolf inhabitants, Algonquin has
become something of an exception within Canada.
This exceptionalism is perhaps best exemplified by
the province® 2001 decision to ban wolf and coyote
killing adjacent to the park boundaries to preserve
the wolves6genetic identity even before they were
recognized as a Threatened species.

This exceptionalism is perhaps because we have
been interacting with them via hugely popular
park programs, rather than strictly acting
upon them. Through these types of positive
interactions, our policies may well continue to be
changed by the wolves themselves, persuading
us to see them as more than just capital.

Across Canada we appear hesitant to relinquish
our dominance over ecosystems, instead
preserving our @ontrol6by killing predators. The
ongoing governmental wolf eradication programs
in British Columbia and Alberta suggest that
wolves are still widely considered an economic or
ecological threat to be controlled. Instead, let us
learn from the Algonquin experience and consider
a new biopolitical approach that aims to establish
policies beneficial to humans and wolves alike.

We will be back in the field this April and June with Dr. Gilbert Proulx of
Alpha Wild Research, collecting more wolf and coyote scat for our
bounty study underway. The first year® results will soon be published
on our website and on the Alpha Wildlife Research website, and made
available through ResearchGate.

Wolf Awareness would like to thank Friends of Nemiah Valley and the
Xeni Gwetdn Community of the Tsilghotdn Nation - project partners in
our Wolf-Wild Horse Study in BC& Chilcotin - for taking researcher
Sadie Parr along on the aerial wild horse count this February 2017.
During this research stint, Parr collected the final wolf guard hair
samples which are now being analysed for stable isotope signatures.
The results will be combined with data obtained from scat collection and
analysis already completed, where preliminary results indicate that wild
horses are a significant part of the diet of wolves in the area.

We aim to wrap up this project soon but plan to continue to study and
learn about these wolves, their ecological roles and behaviours in this

unique area.
